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FRONT END control

The front end (FE), which is placed in front of the optics hutch, is controlled from the X-terminal called cynon in the A-cabin (marked FE application). 

The front end application should normally be running already. If you need to start it up, do the following:

We assume that you are already established a connection between the x-term and one workstation.  (If this is not the case you can select “dora” as workstation to be connected to)

- At the welcome page login with the following info:


Login: opd01


Passw: tonic01

- open a dtterm window (by going to the button on the main toolbar characterized by a notebook, clicking on the arrow ( to open the sub-menu and selecting Terminal)

- at the prompt type the command:         idappli_appli
- in few seconds the FE window should appear

Setting up automatic mode

The FE can be opened and closed from the window that appears when idappli_appli is lunched. Opening must of course be done before an experiment can start. Note that the FE will be closed before an injection (ESRF sends a message twice to the terminal telling you to close the FE, then the ESRF will close it if you don’t). However, you can set the automatic mode (choose Commands->SetAutomaticMode), which automatically opens the FE after an injection, so that you don’t have to be there personally to do it (Injection is for most filling modes done at 7 a.m. and 7 p.m. every day).

NB!  The automatic mode will last for 16 hours. If it has not been reset in time, the front end will CLOSE when the 16 hours have passed.
