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A-Station Motors and Slits Controls

All the slits and motor movements used for the A-station are controlled by the vme computer dyfi located in the rack in the BM1A control cabin.

Dyfi is a new-generation vme computer that has a drive to boot by itself, so it does not need to be connected to a host to boot (as it was in the past). 

The software to use all the motors is composed of a control program and of an on-line application, to run it from the A-station one needs to connect to dyfi from dora.

1. open two new dtterm windows on orbe:

· dtterm –name dyfi_fec &

· dtterm –name dyfi_command &

2. in each of the new windows open a telnet connection to dyfi

· telnet dyfi (login: snbl, passwd: snbl)

3. in the dyfi_fec window, start the control program:

· SNBL: startfec
in this window all the settings of the current motor-positions will appear. When the actual position do not mach the saved position, the program will ask a confirmation about which information to use (in this case use answer 1, i.e. saved position), otherwise it will print all the positions recorded. When the procedure has gone through all motors the program will prompt “ready”.

4. At this point in the dyfi_command window, start the on-line application:

· SNBL: xray
5. in this window all the movements of the motors will be done (the instruction “help” will give all the possible commands to be used).
