Authors are cited first and underlined with their family name followed by the initials of their Christian name, in times 12, centered, as in the following:

Becker H.A., Halloyd R.M.*, Marpel H.1, etc.

Institute or laboratory (name and full address and your email): times 11, aligned on the left: xxx, *yyy, 1zzz

There must be one blank line between the title, the authors’ names and their affiliation and two blank lines between the affiliation and the beginning of the body text without any punctuation marks at the end of these lines. The name of the corresponding author is underlined.

All abstracts must be written in English and occupy a maximum of 1 page A4 written in times 12, alignment in mode “justify”. Please make sure to respect the following margins: top, bottom, right: 2.5 cm; left: 3.0 cm.

Reference citations [1] are shown in the text by a number in brackets and follow one double space below the body text under the heading “References” in times 10.

If figures or images are included in the abstract, please insert them as follows:
